Description

Model data for the RDP classifier trained with the RDP 16S rRNA Trainingset No 9. This is the
default model data used by RDP.
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Details

rdp() creates a default classifier using this data set.

The model data is stored in system. file("16srrna”, package="rRDPData") and consists of sev-
eral files in proprietary format used by the RDP software. Since RDP is a naive Bayes classifier the
data mainly contain conditional word (8-mer) probabilities.
